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The economic theory of growth is the main topic of this course. Economic growth is one of the main policy objectives of governments and politicians. Since the beginning of economic theory the issue of what determines growth has been at the centre of scholarly inquiry. The main models of economic growth will be illustrated and studied. Proximate and ultimate causes of growth will be distinguished. 
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
